
Revelation – Lesson 21
Revelation 19:20 – 20:6
Last week in Revelation 19 we saw the celebration in anticipation of the “Wedding Supper of the Lamb” which evidently occurs in Heaven during the Tribulation close to Christ’s return. We also looked at two long passages on the “Wedding Supper of the Lamb.” Near the close of our passage we saw the vision of the future when Jesus Christ himself will be poised in heaven mounted on a white horse ready to return at the head of His armies in victory at the end of the Tribulation. This time He will be coming as the King. This was the passage:
Revelation 19:11-16 “I saw heaven standing open and there before me was a white horse, whose rider is called Faithful and True (Jesus Christ).
 With justice he judges and makes war.
 His eyes are like blazing fire, and on his head are many crowns. He has a name written on him that no one knows but he himself. He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and his name is the Word of God. The armies of heaven were following him, riding on white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean. Out of his mouth comes a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations. “He will rule them with an iron scepter.” He treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty. On his robe and on his thigh he has this name written: KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS.

Then we saw an angel give the final command for the beginning of “Operation Armageddon.”
Revelation 19:17-19 “And I saw an angel standing in the sun, who cried in a loud voice to all the birds flying in midair, ‘Come, gather together for the great supper of God, so that you may eat the flesh of kings, generals, and mighty men, of horses and their riders, and the flesh of all people, free and slave, small and great.’ Then I saw the beast and the kings of the earth and their armies gathered together to make war against the rider on the horse and his army.”
This was all that Revelation told us about the Battle of Armageddon when there will be a slaughter of unbelievable proportions. With that review we can take up the prophecy in Revelation 19:20

Revelation 19:20a But the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet who had performed the miraculous signs on his behalf. With these signs he had deluded those who had received the mark of the beast and worshiped his image. 
The title “the beast” refers to the world ruler who is variously known in scripture as the Antichrist of 1 John 2:18, the “little horn of Daniel 8:9” or “the man of lawlessness” of 2 Thessalonians 2:3. The title “the false prophet” is mentioned only once elsewhere in scripture in Revelation 13. There he is referred to as “a beast out of the earth (or land).” He seems to have operated as the beast’s right-hand man. Because he is described as “out of the land,” some have speculated the he will be of Jewish origin. His operation was described in Revelation 13:11-16. It seems he will operate as a sort of High Priest for the worship of “the beast.”
Revelation 19:21 “The two of them were thrown alive into the fiery lake of burning sulfur.”
 
The rest of those of the defeated human army will be killed and will wait for the final judgment in the compartment of Hell reserved for human unbelievers. However, these two will evidently not undergo physical death. They will be thrown immediately into the Lake of Fire. Apparently, during the thousand years of the Millennium, Satan and the rest of the fallen angels will be confined in the Abyss. This is the same place where many of the fallen angels had been confined before the beginning of the Tribulation. Later, after the thousand years, Satan and his angels will be cast into the Lake of Fire. Soon afterward, following the Great White Throne Judgment, all who had rejected the LORD will also be cast there:
Matthew 25:41 “Then he will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels.’”

Revelation 20:15 “If anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.”
Revelation 19:21 The rest of them were killed with the sword that came out of the mouth of the rider on the horse, and all the birds gorged themselves on their flesh.

The rest of the armies of beast undergo physical death by being killed in the battle. As already mentioned no specific destination for their souls is given, but we must presume it is where all other unbelievers are held, which is called “hell.”
Revelation 20:1 And I saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the Abyss 
 and holding in his hand a great chain. 
The Abyss is where many of the fallen angels had been held prisoner since the time of the Great Flood:
Jude 1:6 “And the angels who did not keep their first estate but abandoned their own proper boundaries—these he has kept in darkness, bound with everlasting chains for judgment on the great Day.”
Those fallen angels from the Abyss had been released at the beginning of the Tribulation.
 At the end of the Tribulation they will be imprisoned again in the Abyss along with the rest of the fallen angels who had been cast to the earth from the heavens (universe) during the midpoint of the Tribulation.
 
Revelation 20:2 He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil, or Satan, and bound him for a thousand years.
This verse helps us understand that the dragon of Revelation, the serpent in the garden, and Satan are all the same being.

Revelation 20:3 He threw him into the Abyss,
 and locked and sealed it over him, to keep him from deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were ended. After that, he must be set free for a short time. 
This tells us that Satan will be imprisoned for one thousand years. This will prevent the lies of Satan from being propagated for one thousand years. This is where we get the term “millennium” which in Latin literally means “a thousand years.” There are two other passages in the Bible which refer to “a thousand years.” They are:
Psalm 90:4 “For a thousand years in your sight are like a day that has just gone by, or like a watch in the night.” 
2 Peter 3:8 “But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: With the Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day.” 
The three verses together have led some to speculate 
 that man’s history was ordained to be one week of thousand year “days.” The last “day” is the “day of rest” or “fulfillment” when the LORD is King. That would make the time from Adam to the beginning of the Millennium amount to six one thousand year “days.” According to many calculations from Biblical sources, we are about finished with 6,000 years since Adam. This is one reason some people look for the end times soon. However, we should be careful to remember that every generation since the time of Christ have found semi-plausible reasons to think that they must be close to the last times. Certainly, they will come, but we have to be careful about setting dates. Every generation should live as if they would be taken up to the LORD tomorrow.
Revelation 20:4 I saw thrones on which were seated those who had been given authority to judge. And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony for Jesus and because of the word of God. They had not worshiped the beast or his image and had not received his mark on their foreheads or their hands.
 They came to life and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 
The saints described here were those who died during the second half of the Tribulation when worship of the Beast had been required on penalty of death. This seems to say that those martyred in the last half of the Tribulation will be resurrected in a human body to reign with Christ for a thousand years.
 This resurrection would, like the resurrection of Lazarus, be to a mortal body. These would not include pre-Tribulation saints, who will return with Him with bodies like Christ’s.
 It leaves a lot of unanswered questions. Such as: What is the role of pre-Tribulation saints (us) in the Millennium? We get some clues on that score from some other passages including those copied below:
2 Timothy 2:11b-12a “If we died with him, we will also live with him; if we endure, we will also reign with him.”

Revelation 5:10 “You have made them to be a kingdom and priests to serve our God, and they will reign on the earth.”

1 Corinthians 6:2 “Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? And if you are to judge the world, are you not competent to judge trivial cases?”

Revelation 20:5 (The rest of the dead 
 did not come to life until the thousand years were ended.) This is the first resurrection.
The final fate of rest of the dead, who died clasping their unbelief to their souls, will be dealt with later at the Great White Throne Judgment at the end of Chapter 20. However, the language here does not necessarily indicate that those unbelievers who have died biologically spend the time before their final condemnation in a state of non-existence. Indeed, everything that is revealed to us of hell elsewhere in scripture indicates that there is active consciousness of both unbelievers and fallen angels.
Revelation 20:6 Blessed and holy are those who have part in the first resurrection. The second death has no power over them, but they will be priests of God and of Christ and will reign with him for a thousand years.
Those who take part in this “first resurrection” will evidently become part of the mortal human establishment that will help govern and teach during Christ’s 1000-year reign on earth. Between Revelation 20:6 and 20:7 lies the Millennium. The Book of Revelation skipped over that. It jumped forward to a description of the escape of Satan and the Great White Throne Judgment at the end of the Millennium. However, I thought it would be useful to look at a sampling of some Old Testament passages that described the Millennium.
The Millennium
The Establishment of Jesus’ Throne
Although, I will not go into the details at this time, many passages seem to point to the date of this great occasion being on the Feast of Tabernacles (15th Tishri). That would be five days after the probable day of His return on the Day of Atonement (10th Tishri). Below are some of the scriptures which describe aspects of this event:
Psalms 9:7-8 “The LORD reigns forever; he has established his throne for judgment. He will judge the world in righteousness; he will govern the peoples with justice.”
Psalms 47:5-9 “God has ascended 
 amid shouts of joy, the LORD amid the sounding of trumpets. Sing praises to God, sing praises; sing praises to our King, sing praises. For God is the King of all the earth; sing to him a psalm of praise. God reigns over the nations; God is seated on his holy throne. The nobles of the nations assemble as the people of the God of Abraham, for the kings of the earth belong to God; he is greatly exalted.”
Zechariah 2:10-13 “‘Shout and be glad, O Daughter of Zion. For I am coming, and I will live among you,’ declares the LORD. ‘Many nations will be joined with the LORD in that day and will become my people. I will live among you and you will know that the LORD Almighty has sent me to you. The LORD will inherit Judah as his portion 
 in the holy land and will again choose Jerusalem. Be still before the LORD, all mankind, because he has roused himself from his holy dwelling.’”

Psalms 68:24-27 “Your procession has come into view, O God, the procession of my God and King into the sanctuary. In front are the singers, after them the musicians; with them are the maidens playing tambourines. Praise God in the great congregation; praise the LORD in the assembly of Israel. There is the little tribe of Benjamin,
 leading them, there the great throng of Judah’s princes,
 and there the princes of Zebulun and of Naphtali.”

Jeremiah 3:15-17 “Then I will give you shepherds after my own heart, who will lead you with knowledge and understanding.
 In those days, when your numbers have increased greatly in the land, declares the LORD, men will no longer say, ‘The ark of the covenant of the LORD.’ It will never enter their minds or be remembered; it will not be missed, nor will another one be made.
 At that time they will call Jerusalem ‘The Throne of the LORD,’ and all nations will gather in Jerusalem to honor the name of the LORD.”
Jeremiah 23:5-6 “The days are coming, declares the LORD, when I will raise up to David a righteous Branch,
 a King who will reign wisely and do what is just and right in the land. In his days Judah will be saved and Israel will live in safety. This is the name by which he will be called: The LORD Our Righteousness.”
Zechariah 8:3-8 “This is what the LORD says: ‘I will return to Zion and dwell in Jerusalem. Then Jerusalem will be called the City of Truth,
 and the mountain of the LORD Almighty will be called the Holy Mountain.’
 This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘Once again men and women of ripe old age will sit in the streets of Jerusalem, each with cane in hand because of his age.
 The city streets will be filled with boys and girls playing there.’ This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘It may seem marvelous to the remnant of this people at that time, but will it seem marvelous to me?’ declares the LORD Almighty. This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘I will save my people from the countries of the east and the west. I will bring them back to live in Jerusalem; they will be my people, and I will be faithful and righteous to them as their God.’”

Zechariah 8:18-23 “Again the word of the LORD Almighty came to me. This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘The fasts 
 of the fourth,
 fifth,
 seventh 
 and tenth 
 months will become joyful and glad occasions and happy festivals for Judah.
 Therefore love truth and peace.’ This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘Many peoples and the inhabitants of many cities will yet come, and the inhabitants of one city will go to another and say, ‘Let us go at once to entreat the LORD and seek the LORD Almighty. I myself am going.’ And many peoples and powerful nations 
 will come to Jerusalem to seek the LORD Almighty and to entreat him.’
 This is what the LORD Almighty says: “In those days ten men from all languages and nations will take firm hold of one Jew by the hem of his robe and say, ‘Let us go with you, because we have heard that God is with among 
 you.’”

Conditions during the Millennium
Below are some verses which also describe aspects of life during the Millennium. Undoubtedly, at their fulfillment it will be obvious that they all agree perfectly. However, they will probably agree in ways that we do not currently have the information to understand. 
Psalms 46:9-10 “He makes wars cease to the ends of the earth; he breaks the bow and shatters the spear; he burns the shields with fire. ‘Be still and know that I am God; I will be exalted among the nations; I will be exalted in the earth.’”

Psalms 72:1-8 “Endow the king with your justice, O God, the royal son with your righteousness. He will judge your people in righteousness, your afflicted ones with justice.
 The mountains will bring prosperity to the people, the hills the fruit of righteousness. He will defend the afflicted among the people and save the children of the needy; he will crush the oppressor. He will endure as long as the sun, as long as the moon, through all generations. He will be like rain falling on a mown field, like showers watering the earth. In his days the righteous will flourish; prosperity will abound till the moon is no more.
 He will rule from sea to sea and from the River to the ends of the earth.”

Ezekiel 34:24-31 “I the LORD will be their God, and my servant David will be prince among them. I the LORD have spoken. I will make a covenant of peace with them and rid the land of wild beasts so that they may live in the desert and sleep in the forests in safety. I will bless them and the places surrounding my hill. I will send down showers in season; there will be showers of blessing. The trees of the field will yield their fruit and the ground will yield its crops; the people will be secure in their land. They will know that I am the LORD, when I break the bars of their yoke and rescue them from the hands of those who enslaved them. They will no longer be plundered by the nations, nor will wild animals devour them. They will live in safety, and no one will make them afraid. I will provide for them a land renowned for its crops, and they will no longer be victims of famine in the land or bear the scorn of the nations. Then they will know that I, the LORD their God, am with them and that they, the house of Israel, are my people, declares the Sovereign LORD. You my sheep, the sheep of my pasture, are people, and I am your God, declares the Sovereign LORD.”

Amos 9:13-15 “‘The days are coming,’ declares the LORD, ‘when the reaper will be overtaken by the plowman and the planter by the one treading grapes. New wine will drip from the mountains and flow from all the hills. I will bring back my exiled people Israel; they will rebuild the ruined cities and live in them. They will plant vineyards and drink their wine; they will make gardens and eat their fruit. I will plant Israel in their own land, never again to be uprooted from the land I have given them,’ says the LORD your God.”
Micah 4:1-8 “‘In the last days the mountain of the LORD’s temple will be established as chief among the mountains; it will be raised above the hills, and peoples will stream to it.
 Many nations will come and say, ‘Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob. He will teach us his ways, so that we may walk in his paths.’ The law will go out from Zion, the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. He will judge between many peoples and will settle disputes for strong nations far and wide. They will beat their swords into plowshares and their spears into pruning hooks. Nation will not take up sword against nation, nor will they train for war anymore.
 Every man will sit under his own vine and under his own fig tree,
 and no one will make them afraid, for the LORD Almighty has spoken. All the nations may walk in the name of their gods; we will walk in the name of the LORD our God for ever and ever. In that day,’ declares the LORD, ‘I will gather the lame; I will assemble the exiles and those I have brought to grief. I will make the lame a remnant, those driven away a strong nation. The LORD will rule over them in Mount Zion from that day and forever. As for you, O watchtower of the flock, O stronghold of the Daughter of Zion, the former dominion will be restored to you; kingship will come to the Daughter of Jerusalem.’” 

Zechariah 2:3-5 “Then the angel who was speaking to me left, and another angel came to meet him and said to him: ‘Run, tell that young man, ‘Jerusalem will be a city 
 without walls because of the great number of men and livestock in it.
 And I myself will be a wall of fire around it,’
 declares the LORD, and I will be its glory within.’”  
Zechariah 9:10 “I will take away the chariots from Ephraim and the war-horses from Jerusalem, and the battle bow will be broken. He will proclaim peace to the nations. His rule will extend from sea to sea and from the River to the ends of the earth.”
Isaiah 11:6-9 “The wolf will live with the lamb, the leopard will lie down with the goat, the calf and the lion and the yearling together; and a little child will lead them. The cow will feed with the bear, their young will lie down together, and the lion will eat straw like the ox.
 The infant will play near the hole of the cobra, and the young child put his hand into the viper’s nest.
 They will neither harm nor destroy on all my holy mountain, for the earth will be full of the knowledge of the LORD as the waters cover the sea.”
Isaiah 65:17-25 “Behold, I will create new heavens (atmosphere) and a new earth.
 The former things will not be remembered, nor will they come to mind.
 But be glad and rejoice forever in what I will create, for I will create Jerusalem to be a delight and its people a joy. I will rejoice over Jerusalem and take delight in my people;
 the sound of weeping and of crying will be heard in it no more. “Never again will there be in it an infant who lives but a few days,
 or an old man who does not live out his years; he who dies at a hundred will be thought a mere youth;
 he who fails to reach a hundred will be considered accursed. They will build houses and dwell in them; they will plant vineyards and eat their fruit. No longer will they build houses and others live in them, or plant and others eat. For as the days of a tree,
 so will be the days of my people; my chosen ones will long enjoy the works of their hands. They will not toil in vain or bear children doomed to misfortune; for they will be a people blessed by the LORD, they and their descendants with them. Before they call I will answer; while they are still speaking I will hear. The wolf and the lamb will feed together, and the lion will eat straw like the ox,
 but dust will be the serpent’s food.
 They will neither harm nor destroy on all my holy mountain,” says the LORD.”
� Revelation 3:14.


� This was the rider on the white horse who was the first of the four horsemen in Revelation 6. 


� This title only occurs elsewhere in scripture in 1 Timothy 6:15.


� Daniel also records this destiny for the beast: Daniel 7:11 “Then I continued to watch because of the boastful words the horn was speaking. I kept looking until the beast was slain, and its body destroyed and thrown into the blazing fire.”


� See Revelation 9:1.


� Revelation 9:1-11.


� Revelation 12:3-9.


� Evidently, thrown in with him will be Satan’s demon armies.


� Although this is not definitively stated in the Bible, this idea goes back in both Jewish and Christian theology more than 2000 years.


� You may remember that this only means they had not devoted their minds (heads) or the work of their hands to the worship of the beast and his image.


� Perhaps they will reign as the first generation of the people in the Millennium. Since most of them will live through many generations, they will reign over the younger generations.


� 1 John 3:2 “Dear friends, now we are children of God, and what we will be has not yet been made known. But we know that when he appears, we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is.”


 � This refers to the unbelieving dead of human history who will face the Second Death.


� To His throne on Mt. Zion. 


� This is another prophecy that the Lord would come out of the line of Judah. 


� Of course, the tribe of Benjamin was the first to have a King of Israel. It also contains such notable saints as Mordecai and Esther. It also contained the Apostle Paul (Romans 11:1, Philippians 3:5). 


� From Judah came the line of David. They were Kings and Princes. Some were men of faith.


� Who are the princes of Zebulun and Naphtali? With reference to Messianic prophecy, Zebulon and Naphtali referred to Galilee: Isaiah 9:1-2 “Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for those who were in distress. In the past he humbled the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in the future he will honor Galilee of the Gentiles, by the way of the sea, along the Jordan -- The people walking in darkness have seen a great light; on those living in the land of the shadow of death a light has dawned.” (This is quoted in Matthew 4:13-16 as speaking of Jesus). All of the 12 disciples except Judas Iscariot were from Galilee. It seems clear that the “princes of Zebulon and Naphtali” are those 11 original Apostles.


� These “shepherds” would be members of the “first resurrection.”


� Note that at the time this was prophesied the Ark was not missing (2 Chronicles 35:3). This also calls into question why Christians are concerned about finding the Ark of the Covenant. This verse is probably the reason that the Jews never attempted to make an Ark for the Second Temple. It actually turned out to be appropriate because the one of whom the Ark spoke visited the Second Temple in person.


� See Jeremiah 33:15.


� This is clearly talking about the Second Advent after the Tribulation when Jesus will reign.


� Note, that the mountain of the Lord is Mount Zion! It will be the Holy Mountain, not Mount Moriah.


� These people will age. These are not resurrected saints who will have bodies like Christ’s.


� These events had occurred in 585 BC and 586 BC, roughly seventy years before Zechariah. The Fast of Av was observed on the ninth day of Av which was the day the Temple was destroyed by the Babylonians (Jeremiah 52:12). In God’s immaculate sense of timing, the second Temple was destroyed on the same day in 70 AD by the Romans (Wars of the Jews, Book VI, Chapter 4, Pp 5 – Flavius Josephus). Consequently, modern Jews mourn for both events on the same day.


� This was the Fast of Tammuz which memorialized the fall of Jerusalem in 586 BC. It was observed on 17 Tammuz although 2 Kings 25:3, Jeremiah 39:2, and Jeremiah 52:6 record it was the ninth of Tammuz.


� The fast of the fifth month is the Fast of Av (Av is the name of the fifth month in the religious calendar) which commemorated the destruction of the First Temple.


� The fast of the seventh month is the fast of Gedaliah which commemorates the death of Gedaliah, the governor appointed by Nebuchadnezzar after the destruction of Jerusalem. 


� The fast of the tenth month was the Fast of Tevet which memorialized the beginning of the siege of Jerusalem in 588 BC. It was observed 10 Tevet which was the day of the event (2 Kings 25:1). 


� All the aforementioned Fasts memorialized the seeming loss of God’s promise to His people because of the destruction of Jerusalem, the Temple, and the loss of the land. Yet the LORD was saying that His promise would prove to be secure, and then the fasting would turn to feasting (festivals).


� This tells us that the institution of nations will continue throughout the Millennium. This is also according to Daniel 7:12.


� These are all those who turned to the Lord in those last three and a half years and were not killed. Many must turn to the Lord close to the end.


� The Hebrew word here is עמָּ {im}. One of the meanings of that word is “among.” In this case this is the more logical translation.


� It occurs to me that this gathering together of all the nations at Jerusalem may be by special “tour guides” sent to bring all believers to the safety of Jerusalem to witness the Lord’s recreation of the earth.


� Some claim this Psalm was about Solomon, the son of David. However, Solomon was neither just nor righteous, Jesus, the “Prince of Peace,” who was the subject of this Psalm, was: 


Isaiah 42:1-7 “Here is my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen one in whom I delight; I will put my Spirit on him, and he will bring justice to the nations. He will not shout or cry out or raise his voice in the streets. A bruised reed he will not break, and a smoldering wick he will not snuff out. In faithfulness he will bring forth justice; he will not falter or be discouraged till he establishes justice on earth. In his law the islands will put their hope.” This is what God the LORD says-- he who created the heavens and stretched them out, who spread out the earth and all that comes out of it, who gives breath to its people, and life to those who walk on it: ‘I, the LORD, have called you in righteousness; I will take hold of your hand. I will keep you and will make you to be a covenant for the people and a light for the Gentiles, to open eyes that are blind, to free captives from prison and to release from the dungeon those who sit in darkness.’”


� The eternal city will not need a sun or a moon (Revelation 21:23).


� This verse confirms that this is Messianic as the King here is obviously the one spoken of in Zechariah 9:10 “He will proclaim peace to the nations. His rule will extend from sea to sea and from the River to the ends of the earth.” Yet the King described there is the same person described in the previous verse: Zechariah 9:9 “Rejoice greatly, O Daughter of Zion! Shout, Daughter of Jerusalem! See, your king comes to you, righteous and having salvation, gentle and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.” That verse is confirmed by Matthew 21:4-5 as speaking of Christ.


� This is identical to Isaiah 2:2.


� Isaiah 2:2-4


� The vine and fig tree are figures for the blessing and salvation of the LORD (see also Zechariah 3:10).


� I think the reference to the daughter of Zion and daughter of Jerusalem alludes to the fact that the great destiny of Israel is to provide the mother of the humanity of the Messiah. It may also indicate that while Joseph’s hometown was Bethlehem, Mary’s was Jerusalem.


� Remember that at this time in 520 BC Jerusalem did not have any walls. They were finally rebuilt in Nehemiah’s time about 445 BC.


� This has the eternal Jerusalem in mind which will have all believers in it.


� Revelation 20:9 “They (Satan’s army) marched across the breadth of the earth and surrounded the camp of God’s people, the city he loves. But fire came down from heaven and devoured them.”


� See Isaiah 65:25.


� This is one of the verses which indicate there will be babies born in the Millennium.


� See 2 Peter 3:11-13 “Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be? You ought to live holy and godly lives as you look forward to the day of God and speed its coming. That day will bring about the destruction of the heavens by fire, and the elements will melt in the heat. But in keeping with his promise we are looking forward to a new heaven and a new earth, the home of righteousness.”


� The trophies and monuments of this world will not survive.


� Remember, all the Gentiles in Christ will be grafted into Israel and will be called His People. Romans 9:23-25 “What if he did this to make the riches of his glory known to the objects of his mercy, whom he prepared in advance for glory-- even us, whom he also called, not only from the Jews but also from the Gentiles? As he says in Hosea: “I will call them ‘my people’ who are not my people; and I will call her ‘my loved one’ who is not my loved one,”


� Another of the verses that indicate there will be children born in the Millennium. Some will believe, and some will not.


� It sounds like the life expectancies (800 years plus) of the Antediluvian Age (pre flood) will return. 


� This is yet another comparison of believers to a tree. Jesus is the root, and His people are the tree.


� See also Isaiah 11:6-7.


� This refers to Genesis 3:14: “So the LORD God said to the serpent, “Because you have done this, “Cursed are you above all the livestock and all the wild animals! You will crawl on your belly and you will eat dust all the days of your life.” In other words, although the curse on the earth which was recorded in Genesis 3:17 will be lifted, the curse on Satan will not. We know that he will be in the Abyss for the thousand years (Revelation 20:2-3). Genesis 3:17-18 “To Adam he said, “Because you listened to your wife and ate from the tree about which I commanded you, ‘You must not eat of it,’ “Cursed is the ground because of you; through painful toil you will eat of it all the days of your life. It will produce thorns and thistles for you, and you will eat the plants of the field.” 
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
